Labyrinth: 
The labyrinth is an ancient tool for prayer and medi-

tation, consisting of a winding path that begins at the 

periphery and leads to a central spiral and then out 

again by the same path.  It differs from a maze  in 

that the labyrinth has no blind alleys or dead ends.  

It is not meant to trick you but to be a means to a 

journey and a path, inward and outward bound.  

The labyrinth will be available for meditation  

and worship from 12:30 to 6:30 p.m. February 28 

and March 7 & 28.  In addition to these Sunday af-

ternoons the labyrinth will be available around the 

clock March 31 through April 3. 

 

Prayer Path: 
In addition to the labyrinth a multi-media contem-

plative prayer experience will be available through-

out the church building March 14, 21 & 28 from 

12:30 - 6:30 .  Participants will walk the Prayer Path 

using a guided CD that includes a provocative,     de-

votional narration set against a worshipful music 

backdrop.
