They were asked to make a list of the most active 

people in the life of DRC.  After five or ten min-

utes, all of us around the table had a list of names; 

people we could picture serving, sharing, helping, 

worshiping, praying, etc. throughout DRC.  The 

next day Judy and Pat consolidated the lists.  There 

were 110 people on the list!  Looking over the list, 

it was a joy to think of all that those 110 people do; 

picturing them in their places of service.  I also 

quickly noted, however, the list was far from com-

plete. 
 

The list did not include every consistory member; 

it did not include people who regularly teach Sun-

day School, others who faithfully serve behind the 

scenes in caregiving, members who regularly pray 

for and faithfully give to DRC.  It was a wonderful 

reminder of just how many people are a very active 

part of this church, together being the Body of 

Christ. 
 

We created this list of active members as an initial 

step in an evaluative process called Natural Church 

Development.  This is a research-based approach to 

continue to strengthen our overall health as a 

church.  Out of the many people who are active in 

being DRC, thirty who are active in many aspects 

of our church will be given a survey so we can gain 

a clearer picture of who we are as a church.  This 

survey was initially used in 1000 churches, in 32 

countries, in 18 languages.  Over the following 10 

years this survey has been used by thousands of 

churches to help see their overall strengths and 

weaknesses in eight areas of church health. 
 

We are looking forward to learning from this proc-

ess.  We have so many wonderful people active at 

our church; so many wonderful people who are 

being encouraged in their faith; so many wonderful 

people who have a place to explore Christianity.   

We hope to discover ways which we can move for-

ward together, collectively and individually striv-

ing toward our God-given potential.
