Dear DRC Friends: 
 

Earlier this year I challenged our spiritual leaders 

to begin a process of discernment that would have 

us understand with more clarity and conviction 

just where it is that God is leading us.  I want to 

embrace a clearer vision for DRC and begin to 

strategize how we can get to where we think God 

is leading us.  After much heart-felt discussion and 

prayer about that challenge of mine, our Consis-

tory voted to embark on an evaluative process 

called Natural Church Development (NCD).  

NCD operates with the conviction that everything 

we need to help our congregations become more 

faithful and more fruitful has already been pro-

vided by God. God is the one who produces trans-

formation and fruitfulness in congregations. The 

role of congregational leaders is to help create the 

environment in which God's power is released to 

do what only God can do. 

NCD measures a congregation in eight areas that 

affect the life, effectiveness, and growth.  By taking 

a prescribed survey of 30 active members, we will 

be provided with a thorough analysis that identifies 

for us those ministries in which we are the most 

vital, and those areas which need shoring up and 

renewal. 

The survey is based on holistic theory of church 

life - that in order for a congregation to thrive       

it must be effective in each of the following eight 

areas: 

V Empowering Leadership 

V Gift -oriented ministry 

V Passionate spirituality 

V Functional structures 

V Inspiring worship service 

V Holistic small groups 

V Need-oriented evangelism 

V Loving relationships 

After receiving the analysis of how DRC accom-

plishes these eight ministries, the Rev. Phyllis 

Palsma from the Synod of Albany will coach us on

The consistory and I 

will certainly keep you posted on how this process 

will unfold for us.  Meanwhile, I ask for your 

prayers that NCD be a wonderful blessing for our 

congregation.
